Faculty members interested in serving as a Jackson
Scholar mentor or nominating a colleague to be a mentor are asked to complete and submit the attached form
along with a brief biographical statement describing the nominee’s research interests and other related
experience. Biographical information will be used to match mentors and Scholars.

Mentors may come from institutions outside of the UCEA network, but must have been in the professorate for
at least three years, have experience advising doctoral students, and be willing to participate in Jackson Scholars
activities at the UCEA Convention in Orlando, Floridad, October 30-November 2, 2008. Mentors are also asked
to participate in Jackson Scholars activities at the AERA Annual Meeting in San Diego, California, April 13-17,
2009, if possible. Details about all Jackson Scholar activities will be mailed to mentors and scholars and will
also be available on the UCEA website (www.ucea.org) and in the UCEA Review.
