The UCEA Barbara L. Jackson Scholars Program Advisory Committee is pleased to announce the 2008 call for nominations
for the Barbara L. Jackson Scholars Program. The purpose of the Jackson Scholars Program is to provide outstanding
students of color who are enrolled in educational leadership programs and who intend to enter the professorate with
mentoring and career development opportunities. The 2008 co-hort will participate in the Scholars program from November,
2008-November, 2010.

UCEA institutions may nominate a maximum of two doctoral students who are enrolled in an educational leadership
program. We encourage institutions to nominate students who are somewhere between their first year and the proposal
writing stage as the program is designed to foster a long-term mentoring relationship. The completed nomination form and a
one page biographical statement describing the nominee’s academic achievements and professional experience must be
received at UCEA headquarters by June 1, 2008 and must be submitted electronically to Christopher Ruggeri at
cruggeri@austin.utexas.edu

Since the launch of the program in 2004, three co-horts of Barbara L. Jackson Scholars have been provided with one-on-one
mentoring as well as forums aimed at developing a research and publication agenda. Scholars have participated in career
development sessions and small group discussions with their mentors at the UCEA annual meetings as well as AERA annual
meetings.

As apart of UCEA’s commitment to providing a professional development network for future educational leaders and
professors, Jackson Scholars are paired with experienced faculty mentors to help prepare them for entry into higher
education. We look forward to recognizing and celebrating the 2008 co-hort of scholars at the 2008 UCEA Convention in
Orlando, FL. Scholars will have an opportunity to meet their mentors and to meet and interact with their peers from other
institutions at an orientation session at the UCEA Convention on Friday, October 31. Scholars will receive details about the
session by email and an announcement will be posted on the UCEA website and in the UCEA Review.

Institutions are expected to cover the cost of the new Scholar’s expenses (registration, travel, meals, and hotel
accommodations) for the 2008 UCEA Convention in Orlando, Florida. Additionally, institutions are encouraged to continue
to provide financial support for their current Jackson Scholars by covering their expenses to the 2008 UCEA Convention. If
possible, we ask that institutions provide financial support to cover the cost of travel and hotel accommodations to the
AERA Annual Meeting which will be held in San Diego, CA, April 13-17, 2009.
