Since its launch in 1954, the mission

UCEA activities annually impact the 
practice of over 1,000 professors, 
4,000 school leaders, and countless 
teachers and students. They include 
interinstitutional research projects 
on leader effectiveness, leadership 
preparation, and education policy;

programs as well as leader evaluation 
and professional development models. 
UCEA supports networks for new ideas 
in educational leadership through 
meetings, publications, program 
centers, awards, and partnerships.
